Scripture Readings for the Year 2010

(Year C)

This schedule of readings was adapted from the Revised Common Lectionary, a three-year cycle of readings widely used throughout Western
Christianity. The Gospel is always the “controlling” lesson; Year C is centered around Luke’s gospel, and the Old Testament material draws from the
Elijah-Elisha sequence and selections from the prophetic canon.!

The gospel readings for the first part of this year tell of the coming of Christ and the beginning of Jesus’ ministry. The readings from the Hebrew
Scriptures are selected to complement the Gospel readings, and the Psalms (as always) are reflections on the readings from the Hebrew Scriptures. The
New Testament readings are drawn primarily from 1 Corinthians.

During the seasons of Reconciliation (Lent) and Resurrection (Easter), the readings from Luke are supplemented with readings from John. While the first
reading focuses on narrative and prophetic passages, the second readings are drawn from Revelation.

After Pentecost, the Gospel readings continue through Luke as the first readings move through prophetic passages (especially Jeremiah). The other
readings come from the New Testament epistles of Galatians, Colossians, 1 and 2 Timothy, and 2 Thessalonians. The final readings before Advent
emphasize eschatological themes.?
